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Student Device Requirements

Dear Parents & Carers, 

Geelong High School is committed to delivering 21st Century learning to all students and it is important that all students have access to the wide range of learning tools available online. For these reasons, the school has been a 1:1 school for more than ten years, using a Bring Your Own Device (BYOD) structure to ensure families are provided with some choice and the most economic and viable options to suit their needs. 
 
The recommended device for students at Geelong High School is a Windows laptop. While many students will be currently using a laptop at their Primary School, whether it should be used at Secondary School will depend on its age and condition.

We do not support Google Chromebooks or Android Tablets.

BYOD Portal
To assist with purchasing devices suitable for educational use, parents have the option of purchasing a device through the JB Education BYOD Portal. The JB purchasing portal website enables parents and students to review and purchase a select range of recommended devices with the option to collect in store or have it home delivered. Devices purchased through the JB portal are eligible for additional technical support from Geelong High School. 

Here’s how it works:
1. Go to www.byod.jbhifi.education
2. Enter the BYOD code GEELONGHS2026

Other Devices
Parents and students who do not wish to obtain a recommended device from the JB portal may bring along a device they have obtained themselves. Devices should meet the minimum specifications (see below) to provide the best compatibility with the school environment.

Whilst students with devices meeting the minimum requirements will receive assistance to connect their device to the school network, Geelong High School will not be able to assist with any other software or hardware issues for devices obtained outside of the JB Portal. These will need to be referred to the place of purchase. 

Damage
In a school environment, even the most responsible student can have an accident with their device, causing breakage. For this reason, we highly recommend that students minimise risk of breakage by always carrying their device in a protective case.

Geelong High School strongly recommends that all devices are fully insured. Devices (including those purchased from the JB portal) are not covered by Geelong High School’s insurance policy. Insurance can be purchased with a device on the JB Portal; however, it is important that parents and students understand the terms of the policy before purchasing to ensure it meets their needs
