Who Can Audition?

· All students from Years 7–12 are welcome to audition for the production.
· Year 7 students may audition only for ensemble roles.
· Every student who attends the general auditions is guaranteed a place in the show.

What to Expect?

General Audition
All students wishing to audition for an ensemble or lead role in the 2026 musical must attend the general audition.

· Students will dance and sing (no experience required).
· A short routine will be taught and performed in groups.
· Students must wear comfortable, movement-friendly clothing.

Lead Audition
· Students auditioning for a lead role must attend both the general audition and the lead audition.
· Students must sign up and book a time slot for their lead audition.
· Students will present the song that matches their chosen character.

Call-Back Audition
· Call-backs allow the production team to see selected students again before final casting.
· Not all lead auditionees will receive a call-back.
· Call-backs focus on collaboration with other actors and may include reading or performing for an alternate character.

Things to Note

· There is no cost to join the production. However, students must attend the production camp ($300–$400; CSEF and payment plans available).
· Optional production T-shirts cost approximately $30–$40.
· Rehearsals run Thursdays from 3:30–7:00pm.
· Cast members must also attend mandatory rehearsals during the Term 1 and 2 holidays.
· Accepting a role means committing to a long-term collaborative process.

Characters

HERMES [HUR’-MEEZ]
In Greek mythology, Hermes is the swift messenger of the gods and guide of souls to the Underworld. In some tales, he taught Orpheus to play the lyre. In this version, he is a worldly narrator — a clever master of ceremonies, and a trusted friend and mentor to Orpheus.

Audition Monologue:
Gather ‘round, folks, ‘cause the wind’s whisperin’ and the road’s ready to talk. You see, every story’s got a spark—small at first, like a match struck in the dark—but give it a little breath, a little rhythm, and suddenly it’s burning bright enough to light the way.
Now some folks walk the road with confidence, sure of every step. Others… well, they stumble a bit. But that’s alright. The road don’t judge. It just keeps stretchin’ on ahead, invitin’ the brave and the foolish alike.
And today? Today we’ve got a tale worth tellin’. A tale of lovers, dreamers, and the kind of hope that can rattle the walls of the world below. So keep your eyes open, your ears sharp, and your heart steady. Because once this story starts… there ain’t no turnin’ back.
Come on now—let’s begin.
EURYDICE [YOO-RID’-UH-SEE]
Eurydice is a dryad, a tree nymph, engaged to Orpheus. On their wedding day, she was bitten by a poisonous snake, died, and entered the Underworld. In this version, she is a runaway who has faced great hardship, making it difficult for her to trust others.

Audition Monologue:
You ever walk so long you forget what it feels like to stop? That’s me. Always moving, always listening for the next storm on the horizon. People think running away is easy, but they don’t know how heavy the wind can get when you’ve got no one to lean on.
I learned early that promises break faster than branches in a wildfire. So I stopped waiting for help. I stopped trusting warm smiles and kind words—they disappear when the weather turns cold.
But sometimes… sometimes someone comes along who makes you wonder if you’ve been wrong. Someone who looks at you like you’re more than a shadow passing through. And that’s the dangerous part, isn’t it? Wanting to believe. Wanting to stay.
But wanting doesn’t keep you alive. The world out there… it’s hungry. So I keep my guard up, even when my heart whispers that maybe—just maybe—I don’t have to run this time.
ORPHEUS [AWR’-FEE- UH S]
Orpheus, son of the muse of epic poetry, is engaged to Eurydice. His golden voice and lyre could charm all living things, even stones. In this modern version, Orpheus is driven by a musical mission that goes beyond his love for Eurydice.

Audition Monologue:
It starts as a sound—soft, fragile, like a memory trying to find its way home. Most people don’t hear it. But I do. It’s everywhere: in the dust on the road, in the cracks of the earth, in the spaces between heartbeats. The world is singing… but the song is broken.
I can’t explain it, not really. It’s like there’s a thread running through everything, and if I could just follow it, just weave it back together, maybe things wouldn’t feel so cold. Maybe people would remember what it’s like to hope again.
And yes… Eurydice. She’s the melody that keeps me steady. The reason I breathe, the reason the song remembers its shape. But what I’m chasing—it’s bigger than just the two of us. It’s a harmony the world forgot. A way to make things right.
So I write. I play. I follow that thread, even when it pulls me into the dark. Because if there’s even a chance I can bring that song back… how could I turn away?
PERSEPHONE [PER-SEF’-UH-NEE]
Persephone is the goddess of the seasons, flowers, fruit, and grain. She spends half the year in the Underworld with Hades, bringing autumn and winter, and the other half with her mother, bringing spring and summer. In this modern version, she acts like a carefree party girl to cope with her unhappiness and problems in her marriage.

Audition Monologue: 
Oh honey, you know me—always the life of the party. Keep the glasses full, keep the music loud, keep the laughter rolling so no one notices when it slips a little at the edges. It’s easier that way. If I dance fast enough, maybe I won’t feel the ground shaking underneath me.
People see the sparkle, the sass, the ‘isn’t she a good time?’ They don’t see what happens when the lights go down. They don’t see the cracks. They don’t see him. Or maybe they do, and they pretend, just like I do.
Funny, isn’t it? I used to make gardens bloom with a touch. Now I can barely keep myself from withering. But you smile, throw back your drink, toss your hair, and no one asks why you’re running from the silence.
Because if I stop—if I let the stillness settle—then I have to face what’s left of a love that used to warm the whole damn world. And I don’t know if I’m ready to feel that cold.
So pour another round. Raise a glass. Let’s keep the night alive… at least until morning finds us
HADES [HEY’-DEEZ]
God of the dead and ruler of the Underworld, also known as “the Wealthy One.” He loved and married Persephone. But her mother, Demeter, the harvest goddess, refused to let the earth prosper while Persephone was with him. In this version of the myth, Hades is portrayed as a greedy, driven industrialist.

Audition Monologue:
You think I built all this by accident? No. Nothing down here stands unless I put it there with my own two hands. Brick by brick. Gear by gear. While the world above drifted on wishes and whimsy, I carved order out of darkness. And order… comes at a cost.
They call me greedy. Greedy. As if wanting stability is a sin. As if progress just appears without someone willing to make the hard choices. People don’t understand the weight of a kingdom. The pressure. The silence. The responsibility of keeping the whole machine turning.
Up top, they dream. Down here, I deal in reality.
Everyone wants something—safety, comfort, a future. I give them that. And all I ask in return is loyalty… and a little hard work. But even then, they whisper. They question. They forget who keeps the world from falling apart.
Let them talk. Let them doubt. I didn’t build this empire for their approval. I built it because someone had to take control when everyone else looked away.
And if the world calls that greed… so be it.
FATES [FEYTS]
Three goddesses who decide the destinies of mortals, measuring their lives and their suffering. In this story, they follow characters around, causing confusion, doubt and uncertainty.

Audition Monologue:
Oh, don’t mind us. We’re always here—just behind you, just ahead of you, just close enough for our breath to tickle your ear. You call it doubt, confusion… uncertainty. But really, it’s simply truth whispering through the cracks.
You think you’re choosing your path? How sweet. How hopeful. But every step you take, we see the shape of it long before your foot touches the ground. We don’t push. We don’t pull. We only… suggest. A question here, a warning there, a shadow cast where the light used to be.
And look at you—so sure one moment, trembling the next. It doesn’t take much, does it? A word. A glance. A reminder that the world is bigger, darker, sharper than your little heart wants to believe.
Go on, make your choice. Chase your love, chase your dream, chase whatever fragile thing you think can stand against the wind.
We’ll be watching. We always do. And when the moment comes—when that tiny crack in your certainty splits wide open—we’ll be right there to say, ‘See? We told you so.
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
